Pharmacy Guild. We will also continue the arrangements for pharmacists that
were included in this year's PBS reform package.

We are especially keen to see the kind of chronic disease initiatives supported
by the current Agreement continue to develop into the future.

Labor believes community pharmacies, in consultation with GPs and other
health professionals, will continue to play a significant role in the health
system, perhaps even more 5o as part of a heavier emphasis on frontline
preventative care in the future. We support the current system of community
- phasmacy as the best means to achieve a well-distributed setwork ol
community-based pharmacies with a focus on professional health care.

Federal Labor does not support changing the current pharmacy ownership
rules, Labor does not support pharmacies being established in supermarkets.
We believe the important role that pharmacists play as health care

professionals in the community would be diminished by allowing
supermarket chains to operate in-house pharmacies.
